Bancoumana is a small town and rural commune in the Cercle of Kati in the Koulikoro Region of 
south-western Mali. The commune includes the town and 13 villages.[2] At the time of the 2009 
census it had a population of 21,714.[1] The town of Bancoumana lies on the left bank of the River 
Niger 60 km southwest of Bamako, the Malian capital. 
 
♯ Mosquito born diseases e.g. malaria are a very significant issue in Mali. Kati district, where 
Nassiga lives, has some of the highest malaria transmission in Mali. Hence the importance of 
mosquito net distribution.
