Using the Centennial Icon Together with the Emblem

e When designing materials that include the centennial icon, you
must also include the emblem.

e The centennial icon and the emblem shall not be used next to
one another, but instead used on opposite sides of work, or
opposite ends of documents.

e The centennial icon and the emblem shall either be the same
size, or the “Z” of ZONTA within the centennial icon shall be the
same size as the “Z" element within the emblem.
